Report

This week they achieved their fifth maximum of the season and took ample revenge for their one and only defeat to date as they comfortably beat visiting Barnham Broom 20-1. Gary Snelling, Steve Mooney, Ashley Briggs and John Cordeaux all eased their way to straight game victories while in the first string match reigning Norfolk champion David Youngs beat Matthew Bolt 7-9 9-6 10-9 9-1.

Earlier Broom had beaten Bannatyne’s 15-6 with Ian Thompson, Simon Howling and Matthew Bolt all winning their matches 3-0. For Bannatyne’s Rod Taylor won 3-1 against Jonathan Pearson while Max Dawson beat Sam Hales 3-1. Bannatyne’s went on to have a convincing 17-4 victory over visiting Broadland as Taylor again won 3-1 and Dawson, Jordan Creed and Paul Edwards all won in straight games. This year’s beaten Norfolk finalist Ian Cox was Broadland’s only winner as he beat Kevin Harvey 3-0.

East Anglia II became the third Division One side to break through the 200 point barrier as they beat struggling Oasis 18-5. Paul Gretton and Andrew Wood both won 3-0 for East Anglia with Nigel Gillick and Mark Rolfe winning 3-1. Ali Ponder who beat Jonathan Chinnery 3-1 was the lone Oasis winner. East Anglia III were also successful winning their mid table match at King’s Lynn 16-9. Tom Morris won his match 3-0, Hadleigh Farrer 3-1 and the Norfolk Ladies champion Suzanne Scarlett beat Tony Gosling 3-2. For Lynn Peter Scott came from 1-2 down to beat Matt Johnson 3-2 and Andrew Trim won the first string match against Tim Allenden 9-3 9-8 10-8.

Allenden subsequently discovered that he has broken a bone in his back which has put an end to his season as he has to rest for at least six weeks. We wish him a speedy recovery.

Fakenham are battling hard to avoid relegation from Division Two and they gave themselves a much needed boost as they won the “local derby” against visiting Cromer 15-8.
