Report
Last week I delivered the “kiss of death” to East Anglia II by indicating that they were unbeaten and on top of Division One of the Norfolk SRA League. This week, following a 17-7 defeat at home to Barnham Broom and a heavy 20-3 reverse at Broadland they have dropped down the table into sixth place.

Against Barnham Broom their only win came in the first string match where Dave Gouldby had a good straight game victory over the former Norfolk champion, Matthew Bolt. By then, however, it was too late as Ian Thompson and Simon Howling both won in straight games for Barnham while Jonathan Pearson and Sam Hales had 3-2 victories over Nigel Gillick and Mark Rolfe respectively. To make matters worse a frustrated Paul Gretton punched the glass back wall after losing to Thompson and broke his knuckles. Broadland were convincing winners as both Matthew Hawkes and Josh Brooks won their matches 3-0 while John Bird, Steve Moxey and the current Norfolk champion, Ian Cox, all won 3-1.

The East Anglia first team have moved to the top of the table after their 17-4 victory at Bannatyne’s. Simon Piper did win the fifth string match for the home side but Gary Snelling, Steve Mooney and David Youngs all won in straight games while Ashley Briggs won 3-1 against Max Dawson. At the other end of the table Oasis lost their eighth successive match going down 16-8 at home to King’s Lynn but it was a case of what might have been as captain Paul Atterton led Richard Fiske 2-0 in the second string match before going down 9-6 9-4 7-9 7-9 8-10. Lynn’s two other wins came from Athar Ahmed and Andrew Trim while for Oasis Ali Ponder won in straight games and Steve Rudd came from 1-2 down to beat Trevor Sturrock 9-4 in the fifth.

In Division Two Cromer won their “local derby” against North Walsham and have moved up the table into fifth place following their 18-7 victory. Alec Burrows won in straight games, Henri Paul and Richard Keeble both won 3-1 while Alex Foster had an extremely close 9-6 9-1 8-10 7-9 10-8 win over Roger Hannant. Shaun Wright who beat Ben Herrieven 3-1 was Walsham’s one winner.  North Norfolk are in second place after their 20-1 victory away to bottom of the table Potters II. Devendra Mahatme, Kevin Blake, Martin Pearse and Tim Perry all won in straight games while Martin Guppy beat Cliff High 3-1.

Beccles are one of only three unbeaten teams in the league and they maintained their top of the table spot in Division Three with a 19-6 victory over Wensum Lodge. Paul Higginbotham and Liam Baines both won in straight games, Terry Brooks won 3-1 and Stuart Supple beat Steve Cunningham 3-2. Marco Valori who beat Rob Sherrington 3-2 was the one Wensum winner. Wensum went on to lose 17-4 to second in the table UEA for whom Sam Hazelgrove, Andy Weeks and Ben May all won in straight games while Dom Williams won 3-1. Paul Parker was Wensum’s only winner.

The students had earlier beaten Barnham Broom IV 20-1 with Hazelgrove, Williams, May and Luke Grindle all winning 3-0 while Dom Markham won 3-1. Finally Cromer II won their fifth successive match as they beat Oasis II 17-6. Captain Richard Hall got Oasis off to a good start with a straight game victory but for Cromer both John Chandler and Matt Copeman won 3-0, Martin Sanville won 3-1 and John Baker came from 0-2 down to beat Mark Cullum 5-9 7-9 9-7 9-4 9-4.
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
