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NSRA - WINTER LEAGUE RULES 2010-11
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All clubs entering the Norfolk winter leagues must be paid up members of the National Squash Rackets Association.

A league entry fee of £35.00 per team must be paid to the Norfolk Squash Rackets Association.

A registration fee of £3.50 per player must be submitted with the initial list of players on the nomination list.

All nominated players must be registered with the Norfolk SRA.

2. All clubs must submit, in writing to the League Secretary, a nomination list, players in bona fide order of merit not less than 3 days prior to their first fixture.

This order shall be maintained throughout the season except that clubs may re-nominate in writing to the League Secretary

A) At any time to allow for the introduction of a new player provided that the originally nominated players remain in sequence. Registration must be received before 5pm on the day of the match and the registration fee must be received by the league Secretary within 7 days of the match or the match result will be amended as if an illegal player was fielded. Registration is accepted by telephone on 01953 483394 or fax 01953 882979.

3. Clubs may re-nominate their playing order, in writing, before December 31st 2010 (pay attention to rules 5 and 7). This playing order will commence on the 1st January 2011.

4. Where a club has more than one team in the same division nobody within the club can play for more than one of those teams in the same season.

5. No player shall play for a club unless their name is on the nomination list and they are registered in accordance with rule 3A.

6. Any player playing four matches for a higher team becomes ineligible to play for a lower team. Further, a player cannot play any more than 6 positions below his nomination number.
7. A player cannot play in teams last two games unless they have played at least twice for the clubs during the current season. This rule does not apply to a clubs bottom team for whom any person can play provided they are nominated and registered correctly.

8. A player shall not be eligible to play for more than one club in the Norfolk Leagues in the same season other than if they are a lady playing in both the Norfolk Leagues and the ladies league, or by special dispensation from the Executive Committee.

9. It is the responsibility of BOTH THE HOME AND THE AWAY CAPTAINS to confirm the fixture is taking place at least 7 days advance. ALL FIXTURES are to be played on the specific date except for extreme adverse weather conditions preventing teams from travelling. Extenuating circumstances will be considered by the Executive Committee.

THE LADIES LEAGUE is the only league that is exempt from rule 9 as by the nature of the ladies game it is considered as acceptable requirement to be able to rearrange some of their fixtures.

10. Scoring of matches to be total of the each game won plus 5 bonus points to the team winning the most rubbers. Rules laid down by the International Squash Rackets Federation.

10a Division 4 will have summer league rules as only 4 players play in each team ( draws can happen)

11. Failing to comply with:

Rules (1),(2),(3),(4),(5),(6)  The offending team will lose all their points below and including the rubber in which the offence occurred and the opposing team will be awarded the rubber(s) 3-0. Where a non nominated player or non registered player is used at No5 only a deduction of a further 5 points will be incurred in accordance with rule 15.

Rules (4),(5),(6) The matches played by a player will count against allotted games for the season.

Rule (8) The offending player will be suspended for the remainder of the season and the complete following Winter season.

12. Where a club has more than one team in the same division than the fixtures between these teams must be played:


First fixture during 1st half of season


Second fixture during 2nd half of season

13. Teams failing to play on the fixture date wil be aloud to rearrange the fixture if both captains agree. If they don’t match must be played and result counts..

14. Team orders must be completed on the match card BEFORE the match begins. Four players to arrive by the start time, the fifth player within one hour of the start time, otherwise the will be forfeited unless by prior agreement between team captains. At the end of the match the match score card must be completed and signed by both team captains.

15. Should one or more players not arrive, the matches played below tie in which the offending player(s) would have played shall be forfeited. If the non arrival of a player(s) is notified before lower ties have commenced play, the offending team shall move its players up in order of merit to fill the place(s) of the missing player(s), thereby forfeiting the lower tie(s). There will be a further deduction of 5 points from the teams total for each missing player.

16. The home team will provide new double yellow spot black balls unless otherwise agreed between the team captains prior to the match night. Markers to be provided by the home team.

17. LEVEL OF HOSPITALITY
To be agreed by captains when confirming fixture but the home team MUST provide at least one drink per visiting player. Reciprocal arrangements to be honoured.

Results to be posted faxed emailed text or phoned through. Any results not received within 10 days of the match will result in the home team conceding the match 20-0.
18. The league rules must be strictly adhered to. Any complaints must be made in writing to the League Secretary within 2 days of the occurrence. Teams claiming walk-overs must send in a team list as walk-overs count against players allotted matches.

19. Positions in the League Tables will be decided on the total point scored but in the event of a tie the position will be decided on matches won and if still tied, then by the aggregate score between the teams involved. If there is still a tie play – off will be held at a neutral club. The top 2 teams will be promoted and the bottom 2 relegated.

20. The League Committee will consist of the Norfolk S.R.A chairman, County Sec. and League Sec.

21. The division into which a new club or additional team(s) enter will be decided by the League Sec. This decision will be final.

22. Any extraordinary situations will be settled by the League Committee. There will be a right of appeal to the Executive Committee.

23. Any proposed changes in the rules must be submitted to the League Sec. in writing.

24. INJURY – In the line 16.1.2 NSRA RULES - CONTRIBUTED INJURY- the 2 captains can decide that if the injury prevents play from continuing during the allocated match period then:

1) A re-arranged game can take place at the original venue

2) The match card should be sent in without a score for that tie (Norfolk Rule 18)

3) The result of the postponed tie to be advised to the League Sec. as per rules 17 & 18.
