ANACO SQUASH SUMMER LEAGUES 2011

RULES

New Rules for SUPER LEAGUE ONLY
· 4 x singles matches to be played - best of 5 games up to 15 using par scoring

· If a team is leading 3-1 or 4-0 after the singles rubbers then they will be awarded the 4 bonus points regardless of the doubles result

· 1 x doubles match to be played one game up to 15 using par scoring 
· The home team to pick 2 players, the away team to match up or use lower order players only.
ie. if the home team picks numbers 2 and 3 then the away team can have any players other than 1 and 2. So 2 and 3. 2 and 4. 3 and 4 is acceptable.


· A further 1 point will be awarded to whomever wins the doubles (this will not be awarded if match is at 2-2)


· If the match is tied at 2-2 then the 4 bonus points will go to the team that wins the doubles

Rules for DIVISION 2 and 3

Rules will remain as there were last year:

2.         Teams to consist of FOUR players. FOUR bonus points to be awarded to the team winning the most rubbers. If match finishes with a 2-2 scoreline bonus points are awarded to the team winning the most games. If the games are tied the bonus points are shared. Scoring of matches to be the total of games won plus any bonus points.

3.         All clubs must submit, in writing or via e-mail, to Tim Allenden, a list of their nominated players in bona fide order of merit before they play their first  match. This order shall be maintained throughout the summer season except for new players who may be nominated at any time up to 5 p.m. on the day of the match. 

4.         A player playing THREE matches for a higher team becomes ineligible to play for a lower team.

5.         Players are only allowed to represent one club in the Norfolk Summer Leagues during the Year 2011. 

6.         Fixtures are to be played on the dates allocated by Tim Allenden but may be changed by mutual consent under advice to him. Teams who fail to fulfil fixtures will lose the match 16-0. 

7.         Teams fielding ineligible players either through non nomination or   contravention of Rules 3, 4 or 5 will lose all their points below and including the rubber in which the offence occurred.

8.         Team orders must be exchanged before the match starts and can not be changed thereafter. All players must be ready to play at the allotted time unless agreed by the team captains prior to the fixture.  If a player is not ready to play at the agreed time then his/her team shall forfeit all points at that tie and at all ties below.

9.         It is the responsibility of both home and away captains to confirm the fixtures with each other at least seven days in advance. They should also agree the level of  post match hospitality.

10.       The home team should provide two new Dunlop balls of the recommended standard. Markers are to be 

provided for each match, two from each team.

11.       It is the responsibility of the home captain to post/email the result card to the league secretary within 24 hours of the match being played. All cards are to be filled in correctly and it is the responsibility of both captains to ensure that this is done. Cards should be signed accordingly.

12.       Teams claiming walk-overs must send in a result card with their team listed.           

13.       Any complaints must be made in writing to the League Secretary, either in writing or by E Mail, within two days of the occurrence. He will make a decision accordingly. There will be a right of appeal to the League Committee and a further right of appeal to the executive Committee whose decision will be final

14.       Final league positions will be decided on the total points scored but in the event of a tie the position will be decided on matches won and if still tied by the aggregate score between the teams involved.  If they are still level then a playoff will be played to decide the winner.
