Report

Between 1978 and 1992 Norfolk Squash was dominated by two players as John Cordeaux and Richard Millman won fifteen county titles between them and the two must have lost count of the number of times they played each other. This week the two friends and rivals, who are now members of the successful Norfolk Over 50 team, took to the courts again for the second time this season in a Norfolk League Premier Division match as the reigning champions, East Anglia entertained Broadland.

Last time Millman narrowly came out on top in their second string match but this week it was Cordeaux’s turn as the reigning county veterans champion just had the edge, winning 6-13 13-6 13-15 13-2 13-9 to help his top of the table team beat Broadland 19-9. Earlier Nigel Gillick had also won 3-2, beating Justin Miller 13-5 in the fifth, while Richard Hunt and Andrew Woods both won 3-1 against Mark Thomas and Paul Atterton respectively. Broadland’s one victory came from former Norfolk champion Ian Cox who beat Dave Gouldby 11-13 15-13 14-12 13-15 13-6 in an extremely close first string match.

Bannatyne’s brought forward their 8th February fixture against Barnham Broom by two weeks and helped by the presence of Chris Reeve and Paul Gedge in their line up moved off the bottom of the table with a 17-8 victory. Although Reeve narrowly lost the first string match 3-2 to another former county champion, Matthew Bolt, Gedge beat Alan Soame 3-1 while Ali Dawson beat Luke Plumridge in straight games and the current Norfolk junior champion Jordan Creed had a good 3-1 victory over Simon Howling. Barnham’s one other winner was Ian Thompson who beat Paul Edwards 3-1.

In Division One North Norfolk’s promotion hopes suffered a set-back when they lost 19-5 to Barnham Broom II. Jason Gollaglee did beat Adie Martin 3-2 but he was the only winner as both Wes Hicks and Neil Sutton won 3-1 against Kevin Blake and Tim Perry respectively while Stuart Sutton beat Simon Watson in straight games and Adam Goodson also won 3-0 as Martin Guppy was forced to retire through injury at the end of the second game. At the other end of the table North Walsham had a comfortable 19-5 win away to bottom of the table Cromer as Matt Purling and Rob Whiting both won 3-1 while Roger Hannant and Matt Sumner won in straight games. Cromer captain Henri Paul who beat James Gair 10-9 in the fifth was his team’s one winner.

Top of the table Broadland II won their Division Two match away at Potters II 15-8 with Roly Gosai winning 3-2 and Terry Mayes and Paul Banham both winning in straight games. For Potters Darren Green beat Kevin Cooke 3-1 and Cliff High won 3-0 against Justin Miller.

Fakenham were too strong for Wensum Lodge in Division Three winning 17-4. Liam Brett won 3-1 while Martin Jolley, Bruce Bushell and Adam Sinkins all won in straight games. Marco Valori who beat Nick Todd-Hunter 3-0 was Wensum’s only winner. UEA II won for only the second time this season as they beat Oasis II 16-8. Adam Moralis won in straight games, Long Hui Loo beat Richard Clamp 3-1 and both Ben Constant and Philip Slack won 3-2 against Richard Hall and Mark Cullum respectively. 

Oasis II were also out of luck in Division Four as they lost 14-5 to Broadland III as Mark Woolnough and Mark Martin both won 3-0 while Geoff Roper won 3-2.
