Report

Whilst East Anglia are still favourites to become Anaco Norfolk Summer League champions the season is far from over as, following this week’s matches, Broadland are thirteen points clear at the top of the table but have played one match more. Broadland have just one match remaining, at home to the division’s whipping boys, Oasis while East Anglia have still to travel to both Oasis and Potters.

Broadland made sure that the title would go right down to the wire by beating East Anglia 16-5 and winning all four matches along the way. Steve Moxey beat Andrew Woods 3-2, Rob Hambrook beat Ashley Briggs 3-1 and Ian Cox also won 3-1 against David Youngs. In the first string match Jamie Goodrich went on to beat Liam Nolan in straight games leaving East Anglia to take a consolation point from the doubles.

East Anglia did beat Diss 16-6 with Ashley Briggs beating Tom Bobbins 3-0 and Liam Nolan winning 3-2 against Neil Cross while the one Diss winner was Jack Bell who beat Andrew Woods 3-2. Broadland meanwhile had a maximum against Barnham Broom winning 17-2 with Steve Moxey, Rob Hambrook and Jamie Goodrich all winning in straight games and Ian Cox beating Simon Howling 15-11 in the fifth to win the second string match 3-2.

Potters, who are battling to avoid relegation, went down 10-9 to Bannatyne’s and 13-8 to fellow strugglers, Diss but did pick up sixteen points in a 16-0 walk-over against bottom of the table, Oasis. Against Bannatyne’s they actually won more games than their opponents but because each team won two matches the bonus points went to the side which won the doubles. Dave Gouldby and Richard Hunt both won their matches in straight games against Jordan Creed and Paul Bradnock respectively but this was after Rod Taylor had beaten Andy Wright 3-1 and Jake Bond had won 3-2 against Liam Baines. Their cause at Diss was not helped by only being able to field three players and although Gouldby won in straight games 3-2 wins for Andrew O’Toole and Jack Bell added to the walk-over gave the home side the bonus points.

In Division One Barnham Broom II went down to their first defeat of the season, but it was against a Broadland II side who included Jamie Goodrich in their line-up. He, predictably, beat Luke Plumridge in straight games and with Roly Gosai winning 3-1 and Justin Millar beating Wesley Hicks 3-0 the match finished with a 14-4 scoreline despite Adie Martin beating Jon Bird 3-1.

 The Broadland team also had a comfortable 16-3 win away to Oasis II with both Mark Woolner and Jon Bird winning in straight games while Paul Banham won 3-1 and Neil McDonald beat Terry Mayes 9-7 in the fifth to win the second string match. It was a bad week for the Oasis team who also lost 16-2 to Bannatyne’s II as Kieran MacSweeney, Martin Browne and Jake Bond all won in straight games while Nick Ross came from 1-2 down to beat Terry Mayes 3-2.

Any one of five teams could still win Division Two and Wensum Lodge are probably just the favourites after their 16-3 win over Barnham Broom III. Marco Valori and Steve Cunningham both won 3-0, Graham Woodford won 3-1 and Ian Pearson beat Pete Blackmore 3-2 in the first string match. Barnham fared better against Fakenham coming out on top 14-5 with both Stuart Bowes and Steve Cooper winning 3-1 and Pete Blackmore winning in straight games. Adam Sinkins who beat Neil Sutton 3-1 was Fakenham’s one winner.

Finally there was a low scoring 8-8 draw at Cromer between Cromer II and Fakenham. Straight game wins for Cromer’s Martin Sanville and Steve Watts were cancelled out by similar 3-0 victories for Martin Dack and Adam Sinkins.
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
