Report

Diss remain in relegation trouble after going down 13-5 to Bannatyne’s. Jack Bell did beat Paul Bradnock in straight games and Diss also won the doubles but both Nick Ross and Jake Bond won their matches in straight games while Jordan Creed won the first string match against Dan Calver 3-1 to give Bannatyne’s their victory.

Henri Paul won in straight games for Cromer while Richard Keeble beat Jon Bird 3-2 in the first string match but Broadland evened things up with Paul Banham winning 3-0 and Justin Miller beating Ben Herrieven 3-2.

Wensum Lodge have taken the Division Two title despite losing their last match 12-7 to Fakenham. Marco Valori and Steve Cunningham both won their matches 3-1 but for Fakenham young Martin Jolley had an excellent 3-1 victory over veteran Graham Woodford while Adam Sinkins won the first string match against Ian Pearson in straight games.
