East Anglia need eleven points to win the championship for what will only be the fourth time while Potters need just three points to avoid relegation. Barnham Broom II clinched the Division One title by winning 14-8 at North Norfolk. Devendra Mahatme did beat Pete Blackmore 3-1 but Adam Goodson won 3-1 against Tim Perry while Adie Martin came from 0-2 down to beat Kevin Blake 7-9 2-9 9-0 9-0 9-5 and Luke Plumridge did the same as he beat Martin Guppy 2-9 4-9 9-1 9-4 9-7 in the first string match.

North Norfolk went on to ensure that they would finish as runners up when they won 14-6 away to Bannatyne’s II with Mahatme, Blake and Guppy all winning 3-1.
