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Report

East Anglia went into their final match of the Anaco Norfolk Summer Squash League against Potters needing just eleven points to win the championship for the fourth time while Potters needed to take three points from the match to avoid filling the second relegation spot. As it was both teams achieved their objectives relatively comfortably as East Anglia eased their way to a straight forward 15-6 victory.

Having played throughout the 1980s and 1990s without ever winning a summer league title East Anglia’s strength in depth has been rewarded since the millennium and they have now added the 2011 title to their successes in 2001, 2006 and 2009.

East Anglia went into their final match without David Youngs who is in plaster after tearing tendons in his arm and Liam Nolan who was suffering with an ankle injury but they were still able to put out a strong line up. Gareth Joubert won the opening fourth string match against Andy Wright 3-2 and Ashley Briggs had a comfortable straight game victory over Liam Baines at No.3. Both teams then got the points they were looking for when John Cordeaux beat Richard Hunt 3-1 in  the second string match which was closer than the score might suggest and then in the final match of the evening and also the summer Potters’ Dave Gouldby beat Tim Allenden, who was making a welcome return after injury, 3-1.

East Anglia picked up a final token point by winning the doubles.

The result means that Broadland, who had a good summer and lost only one of their twelve matches, had to settle for the runners-up spot after being just five points adrift while Bannatyne’s filled the second relegation slot after trailing Diss by just one point and Potters by four.

Barnham Broom II, with seven wins from ten matches took the Division One title finishing ten points clear of North Norfolk while Wensum Lodge, with eight wins from twelve matches finished nine points clear of Cromer II to win Division Two.
