Report

The top two teams from Lime Tree Road locked horns last week in the new Norfolk SRA Super League and it was the first team, who are the reigning league champions, who narrowly came out on top winning 14-10. Both Andrew Woods and Richard Hunt won their matches 3-1, beating Mark Rolfe and Steve Mooney respectively while in the key second string match the seven times former county champion John Cordeaux was taken to five games by Ashley Briggs before coming out on top 13-8 6-13 13-10 12-14 13-3. The seconds picked up two straight game victories as Gary Snelling beat Nigel Gillick while at No.1 Tim Allenden had an excellent 13-7 13-11 17-15 victory over Dave Gouldby.

There was another extremely close match at Diss where Broadland just edged the match 17-12. Broadland’s two new signings Paul Atterton and Mark Thomas both won their matches 3-2 with Atterton beating Jack Bell 13-10 in the fifth and Thomas coming out on top 13-11 in the fifth against Dan Calver. East Anglia II won this week away at Bannatyne’s with Steve Mooney beating Max Dawson in straight games and Ashley Briggs beating Kevin Harvey 3-1. Gary Snelling won 3-2 against Simon Piper and Norfolk champion David Youngs, who has dropped down to play at No.2 for the second team, beat Ali Dawson also 3-2. The one Banntyne’s winner was Jordan Creed who beat a hobbling Tim Allenden 3-2 in the first string match.
