Report

Between 1978 and 1992 John Cordeaux and Richard Millman dominated Norfolk squash winning no fewer than fifteen county titles between them with Cordeaux winning seven and Millman eight. Both are now members of the highly successful Norfolk Over 50s team and this week they locked horns again as the reigning champions East Anglia visited Broadland for a Norfolk League, Premier Division match. Broadland have never won the league title, their one success being a lone summer league championship way back in 1982, but after their excellent 17-9 victory this week they must be thinking that perhaps 2012 will be their year.

Not surprisingly the highlight of the evening was the second string clash between Millman and Cordeaux and after another epic match it was Broadland’s Millman who narrowly came out on top, recovering from a 1-2 deficit to win 12-14 13-10 6-13 13-10 13-11. This win added to Paul Atterton’s straight game win over Nigel Gillick and former Norfolk champion Ian Cox’s 7-13 13-8 15-13 13-8 victory over Dave Gouldby in the first string match ensured that the home team would be the early season pace setters in the Premier League. Lower down the order Andrew Woods of East Anglia just beat Mark Thomas 5-13 13-11 13-11 8-13 13-6 while Richard Hunt beat Steve Moxey 3-1.

In Division One North Norfolk have strengthened their squad by recruiting from the west of the county and they just beat last season’s Division Two champions, Barnham Broom II 15-9. Jason Gollaglee won 3-1 against Neil Sutton while Martin Guppy beat Stuart Sutton in straight games. Barnham drew level through Luke Plumridge and Adam Goodson who beat Simon Watson and Peter Scott respectively but the home side wrapped up victory as Martin Pearse made light of his “Old Age Pensioner’s” tag by beating Adie Martin 3-1.

Also in this Division North Walsham won their “local derby” against Cromer 15-8. Both Matt Purling and Rob Whiting won their matches 3-1 against Alec Burrows and Henri Paul respectively while Matt Sumner beat Ben Herrieven 3-0. For Cromer Matt Copeman won 3-1 against Roger Hannant while Richard Keeble had an excellent straight game victory over Shaun Wright.
