Report

Even at this early stage of the season the race for the Norfolk SRA Premier League title has been thrown wide open following Bannatyne’s excellent 17-7 victory over previously unbeaten Broadland. Simon Piper won the fifth string match for Bannatyne’s beating Paul Atterton 13-8 in the fifth while Max Dawson beat Mark Thomas in straight games and Kevin Harvey was also credited with a 3-0 win when Steve Moxey was forced to retire with a calf injury. Ali Dawson had an outstanding 13-11 5-13 13-7 8-13 13-10 win over the eight times former Norfolk champion Richard Millman before another former Norfolk champion, Ian Cox, recorded Broadland’s one win as he was too strong and too experienced for the current Norfolk Junior champion Jordan Creed, who was not able to add to his fine victory against East Anglia II, winning in straight games.

Reigning champions, East Anglia have moved back to the top of the league following their 19-6 victory over Barnham Broom. Seven times former Norfolk champion John Cordeaux and Richard Hunt both won their matches in straight games, Ian Thompson won 3-1 and Andrew Woods came from behind to beat Jonathan Pearson 3-2. Broom’s one winner was another former county champion, Matthew Bolt, who beat Dave Gouldby 13-8 11-13 9-13 13-10 13-6. 

Broom who earlier lost 15-10 at home to Diss are now the only team in the top flight still without a win. In this match Jack Bell beat Luke Plumridge in straight games while Mike Hegarty won a marathon fifth string match against  Ian Thompson 19-17 12-14 13-10 12-14 14-12 and Neil Cross had an excellent victory in the decisive first string match beating Matthew Bolt 13-11 8-13 13-7 7-13 13-10. For Broom Simon Howling won 3-1 and Craig Aldred won his match in straight games. East Anglia II beat Potters 17-5 with Mark Rolfe and Ashley Briggs both winning 3-0 and Steve Mooney and current Norfolk champion David Youngs winning 3-1. Yet another former Norfolk champion, Jamie Goodrich was Potters one winner as he beat Tim Allenden in straight games.

East Anglia III picked up two victories in Division One as they bid to return to the top division at the first attempt. They beat their fourth team 17-7 and followed this with a 17-5 win away to Barnham Broom II. Against the fourths Anthony Raywood won 3-2, Nick Ross won in straight games while both Mark Rolfe and Hadleigh Farrer won 3-1. Gareth Joubert was the fourth’s one winner. In the match at Barnham both Ross and Farrer won in straight games while Johnson and Alex Williams both won 3-1. Wesley Hicks was the lone Barnham winner.

Sportspark look as though they will be there or thereabouts at the end of the season and they beat North Walsham 19-6 with Andy Trim and Joe Plumridge both winning in straight games, Richard Fiske winning 3-1 and Andy Weekes beating James Gair 3-2. Matt Purling who beat Jonathan Hutchins 3-2 was Walsham’s one winner.

Cromer are still looking for their first win of the season after losing their local derby at home to North Norfolk  17-10. For North Norfolk captain Tim Perry and Peter Scott both won their matches 3-1 while Devendra Mahatme beat Louise Taylor 3-2. Cromer’s captain Henri Paul won his match 3-2 and Richard Keeble beat Martin Guppy 3-1.

There was a close match at Potters in Division Two where Potters II were narrowly beaten 14-11 by Bannatyne’s II. For Bannatyne’s Martin Browne and Lucas Korluck both won 3-2 and Gareth Jones won 3-1. Cliff High and Kevin Sewell both won in straight games for the beaten Potters side. Earlier the Potters team had lost 17-5 to UEA who also defeated Barnham Broom III 18-7.

The Barnham team have lost their first two matches of the season and they also lost 17-7 at home to Beccles for whom Liam Baines and Rob Sherrington both won in straight games while Sean Higginbotham won 3-1. For Barnham Jon Getley won 3-1 and veteran Pete Blackmore won his second string match 3-2. Beccles had not been as fortunate when they played Bannatyne’s II who picked up a 20-4 maximum with Max Dawson, Alex Ingham, Shaun Nicholas and Martin Browne all winning 3-1 and Luke Korluck winning in straight games.

Beccles also beat Broadland II 18-7 with James Hartley and Terry Brooks both winning 3-0 and Peter Aldous and Liam Baines winning 3-2. Mark Heazle who beat Stuart Supple 3-1 won for the beaten Broadland side.

Broadland III are the only unbeaten team in Division Four after they beat Oasis II 13-8 who did win their first match of the season beating UEA Ladies 13-7. Fakenham II were too strong for Broadland Ladies as they picked up a maximum in a 16-2 victory.
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
