Report

Two weeks ago Broadland were riding high in the Norfolk SRA Premier League having beaten the reigning league champions, East Anglia but now after losing for the first time last week they have been beaten at home by East Anglia II, going down 18-5. Their one winner was former Norfolk champion Ian Cox who beat Tim Allenden 3-1 but Jon Bird lost 3-1 to Gary Snelling while Mark Thomas and Paul Atterton both lost in straight games to Steve Mooney and Mark Rolfe respectively. The one big surprise of the evening however was in the second string match where the eight times former county champion Richard Millman lost to the 2004 Norfolk junior champion, Ashley Briggs 7-13 5-13 13-9 8-13.

This result has enabled East Anglia to pull clear at the top of the table after their 19-6 victory at Diss who could well be involved in a relegation battle. The only Diss player to win was Neil Cross who beat Dave Gouldby     11-13 7-13 15-13 15-13 13-7 after saving five match balls in the third game. For East Anglia both Nigel Gillick and Richard Hunt won in straight games, beating Tom Hunt and Jack Bell respectively while John Cordeaux beat Tom Bobbins 3-1 and Andrew Woods beat Adam Gretton 3-2.

Barnham Broom recorded a much needed first victory of the season, beating Bannatyne’s, who have now dropped to the bottom of the table, 20-3.
