The 2004 champion, Ashley Briggs beat Liam Baines 15-5 15-5 16-14 at No.3 while at No.2 John Cordeaux who was junior champion way back in 1974 before going on to win seven county senior and three veterans titles beat Richard Hunt 15-4 7-15 15-9 15-5.  Finally in the first string match Liam Nolan who won his title in 1996 had an excellent 15-10 15-10 15-7 victory over Dave Gouldby.

Diss won their mid table match against Bannatyne’s coming out on top 13-6. Joshua Auld and Jack Bell both won their matches in straight games while Dan Calver beat Kevin Harvey 3-2, taking the decisive fifth game 17-15.
