Barnham Broom consolidated their third place in the Premier Division of the Anaco Norfolk Summer Leagues with an emphatic 15-5 victory at Diss. Ian Thompson and Simon Howling both won their matches in straight games against Adam Gretton and Dan Calver respectively while Alan Soame won the third string match against Joshua Auld 3-1. Diss No.1 Neil Cross will have been pleased, however, with his individual performance as he came from 1-2 down to have an excellent 15-8 6-15 9-15 15-4 15-8 victory over the former Norfolk champion Matthew Bolt. Diss did pick up a further point as Barnham conceded the one game of doubles.

In Division One Cromer completed their third successive victory as they beat neighbouring North Norfolk 13-7. Cromer captain Henri Paul was his team’s hero as he came from 0-2 down and survived match point before beating Devendra Mahatme 5-9 1-9 10-8 9-6 10-8 in a five game thriller. Alex Foster and Richard Keeble both won 3-1 against Kevin Blake and Martin Guppy respectively while Tim Perry was North Norfolk’s one winner, beating Ben Herrieven in straight games.

Fakenham beat Oasis III 13-4 in Division Two. Brendon Fairbrother beat young Josh Hall 3-1 while Jason Smith and Adam Sinkins both won in straight games against Richard Hall and John Munday respectively. Captain Ben Serruys who beat Jono Lynn 3-0 was the one Oasis winner.

East Anglia II recorded their first win of the summer as they soundly beat visiting Cromer II 14-4. Kim Payne did win for the Cromer team as he beat Leo Kleinberg 3-1 but 3-0 wins for Jonny Lawes and Alex Williams over John Chandler and John Baker and a 3-1 win for Paul Harvey against Martin Sanville were enough to give the home side the bonus points.
