And then were two! Barnham Broom lost their unbeaten record this week in Division One of the Norfolk SRA League this week when they went down 16-6 to Bannatyne’s which leaves just East Anglia and East Anglia II with all wins to their names.

Barnham were without the former Norfolk champion Matthew Bolt at No.1 and this was the deciding factor as Bannatyne’s won the third, fourth and fifth string matches thanks to straight game victories from Paul Edwards, Paul Bradnock and Jordan Creed. Barnham did better higher up the order but by then it was too late as Simon Howling comfortably beat Max Dawson 3-0 and Sam Hales, who was thrust into the No.1 slot, had a good 3-2 win over Kevin Harvey.

East Anglia easily beat Oasis, who are one of four teams still looking for their first win of the season, 20-2 with Gary Snelling, Steve Mooney and Ashley Briggs all winning in straight games and former Norfolk champions John Cordeaux and David Youngs both winning 3-1. They are top of the division with East Anglia II, who beat Diss 16-10, in second place. Paul Gretton and Mark Rolfe both won 3-0 while Simon Cullum beat Tom Bobbins 3-1. For Diss Dan Carver won 3-2 against Nigel Gillick and Neil Cross beat David Gouldby 3-0 in the first string match.

East Anglia III are not having so much success and they lost 20-2 at Potters for whom David Hall, Paul Field and another former champion, Jamie Goodrich, all won 3-0. Rob Hambrook and Eric Plane completed Potters’ maximum as they both won 3-1. 

In Divison Two North Norfolk’s unbeaten run came to an end when they went down 10-15 at home to North Walsham. For the visitors Matt Sumner beat Luke Perry in straight games while James Gair came from behind to beat Martin Pearse 3-2 and Shaun Wright came from 0-2 down to win the first string match against Martin Guppy. Dev Mahatme and Tim Perry, who beat Roger Hannant 10-9 6-9 10-9 10-9 were North Norfolk’s two winners.

Broadland II who beat a four man Potters II side 20-6 are now the division’s only unbeaten team.  Potters but up a spirited fight but Geoff Roper, Neil Macdonald and Jon Bird all won their matches 3-2 with Paul Banham winning 3-0. Against Oasis both Ian Pearson and Marco Valori won in straight games while Paul Easton and Graham Woodford won their matches 3-1. The one Oasis win came from Phil Magem who beat 

Steve Cunningham 9-6 in the fifth. At Cromer Paul Parker won 3-0 and Pearson won 3-1 but wins for John Baker, Dave Jones and Martin Sanville who had a nail-biting 3-9 9-3 7-9 9-7 10-9 win over Graham Woodford gave the home side victory.

The Oasis team were also out of luck when they entertained Diss II going down 8-17. Richard Cole and Richard Cutts both won 3-1 for Diss while new signing Adam Gretton beat Mark Cullum in straight games. Richard Hall and John Milton were the two Oasis winners.
